Remote education provision: information for parents/carers 

This information will allow you to know what to expect from remote education where national or local restrictions require entire cohorts (or bubbles) to remain at home. 

For details of what to expect where individual pupils are self-isolating, please see the final section of this document.

1. The remote curriculum: what is taught to pupils at home?
What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
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Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?
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2. Remote teaching and study time each day
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:

	3 hours of remote learning per day

	Key Stage 1
	3 hours of remote learning per day

	Key Stage 2
	4 hours of remote learning per day


3. Accessing remote education
How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?
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If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:
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How will my child be taught remotely?
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:
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4. Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
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How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
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How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Our approach to feedback on pupil work is as follows:
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Additional support for pupils with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:
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Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
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In the event of a bubble being closed, pupils should access Class Dojo (our online learning platform) as soon as possible. The class teacher will use Class Dojo to communicate the expectations for remote learning, post a suggested timetable, send out details for class Zoom sessions and to set some initial work for the children. Children, parents and carers are able to contact the class teacher via Class Dojo with any questions about how the remote learning will work and of course to ask for more help with any work that is set. A pupil’s first day or two of being educated remotely might look different from our standard approach, while we take all necessary actions to prepare for a longer period of remote teaching.








In the case of an individual bubble being sent home, we teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school. The class teacher of a bubble that is working remotely will plan and share resources with colleagues in school, so the learning will mirror that of other classes within that year group.


In the case of a national lockdown, we teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible and appropriate. This includes following the same scheme of work for maths that we use in school, setting a range or reading, writing and phonics tasks, and using the topics from our school curriculum map. We also continue to provide additional lessons from specialist teachers in music, PE and drama/movement. During a period of whole school remote learning, there are some timetabling changes which include combining some reading and writing tasks over the course of the week.





Class Dojo � HYPERLINK "https://www.classdojo.com/" �https://www.classdojo.com/� is used to provide children with daily literacy (reading and writing), maths and topic lessons. Phonics lessons and additional learning activities such as music, drama, art and PE are also provided. Teachers introduce lessons via a range of methods including ‘how to’ videos, written explanations or images. Many activities also have downloadable work sheets. Upon completion of an activity, pupils should take a photograph of their work and upload it to their Class Dojo portfolio.


Alongside the work on Class Dojo, teachers and support staff will host class Zoom sessions three times per week (Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays). These Zoom learning sessions offer the opportunity to maintain a sense of class community, share successes or questions about the learning and they also provide an additional opportunity for learning through focused educational games.











For those families that do not have access to technology, we can provide laptops or tablets to ensure that children can complete their online learning at home. Please contact the school office should you require an electronic device. You can also tell the member of staff that calls you for the weekly phone calls home.


Please contact the school office or tell a member of staff during the weekly phone calls home if you require support with connecting to the internet. We can contact your mobile phone provider to request extra data on your behalf so you can use your phone as a router to connect a laptop or tablet to the internet. We can also lend dongles that can be used to connect to the internet.


We provide weekly printed copies of learning materials for those families that are unable to connect to the internet. These can be collected from the school office between 9:30am and 3:00pm, Monday to Friday.








Some examples of remote teaching approaches:


Daily lessons in literacy, maths and topic are provided on Class Dojo, an online learning platform. Teachers introduce each lesson with either a written explanation for the task or a video recording. Additional lessons are provided for specific year groups, including phonics for EYFS and KS1 pupils and music and drama lessons for children in KS1 and Lower KS2. There are also regular opportunities for PE, art and mindfulness. Children complete their work in their Class Dojo books and then upload photos of their finished work to their Class Dojo portfolio so that their teachers can provide feedback and support.


Friday Project Days allow children to have a focus on mindfulness, art and creative projects at the end of the week.


Children are encouraged to make use of the school subscriptions to Mathletics and Purple Mash for extra learning activities and games.


Zoom sessions take place three times per week for each class. During these sessions, children have the opportunity to ask any questions they have about their learning and to take part in a range or learning activities and educational games.


Printed paper packs are available each week, providing literacy and maths activities for those families that are unable to access the online learning.


Children in Reception, KS1 and KS2 have been provided with CGP (phonics, maths, comprehension and grammar books. These are primarily used for homework but may be referred to during a period of home learning.








We provide a timetable that you may wish to use as a guide to help your child plan their day. This includes a guide as to how long to spend on each lesson and it also suggests time slots for other activities such as reading for pleasure, PE and mindfulness. Please support your child by encouraging them to follow a set routine and ensuring that they are accessing their learning on a daily basis.


The daily tasks on Class Dojo are available from 9am. Children are expected to sign into Class Dojo each morning and to complete all of the tasks set by teaching staff. Children should upload their work to their Class Dojo portfolio so that teachers can check for understanding and offer pupils feedback.


Children should regularly attend the class Zoom sessions in order to maintain a sense of class community and to support pupils’ learning.





Children’s engagement with work is tracked on a weekly basis.


During a period of remote learning, parents and carers will receive a weekly check in phone calls from the school. If a child is not engaging with the work, a member of staff will inform parents and carers during the phone call.








Pupils receive daily feedback for the work that they submit in their Class Dojo portfolio. This includes a written comment from a member of staff and children are also rewarded with one dojo point for each piece of work


Staff members track children’s engagement with activities on Class Dojo. A record is kept of how much work each child is producing on a daily basis.


Staff members track children’s attendance in Zoom meetings.





We often use video introductions made by teachers to help explain the work in more detail to the children. As these introductions are recorded rather than live, children, parents and carers can revisit them as often as they need to. This can be of particular use as the children work through an activity.


Maths and phonics activities are differentiated in order to both support and challenge all learners. 


A text message is sent to parents and carers at the start of a period of home learning asking them to inform the school if they feel that the work is too challenging/ not challenging enough for their child. During weekly phone calls home, parents and carers have the opportunity to discuss any additional support they may need for their children to complete tasks.


Remote speech and language sessions are on offer for those families that usually access them in school. 


We ensure that we support members of the school community with their mental health. This includes offering therapy and a thinking space for those that need it.





• If your child needs to self-isolate whilst the rest of their class remains at school, they will be provided with a paper learning pack by their class teacher. This will include sequenced lessons for maths and a range of writing and reading comprehension tasks.
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
