Children start to understand that different materials behave in different ways.

	Computing 
Digital painting and digital writing- busy things and JIT

Children explore creating pictures using digital tools and practise typing simple sentences, learning how to change colours, shapes, and text on a screen.

	Geography
The UK/Local Area

Children explore their local area and the wider UK, learning about towns, cities and the features that make places special. They begin to use simple maps to describe where places are.

	DT
Mechanisms: Wheels and axles

Children learn how wheels and axles work by exploring different moving parts. They design and make a simple vehicle that can roll using their own wheel-and-axle mechanism.
	Music 
Ocean Adventure and Christmas

Children explore music inspired by the sea and Christmas celebrations. They use their voices, movement and instruments to create and perform music.

Unit 3: Throw, prepare, catch 
Children learn how to throw different objects with increasing accuracy and control, and how to prepare their bodies to catch safely.

Unit 4: Hands, feet, equipment 
Children explore how to use their hands and feet to move, roll, kick, and control equipment such as balls, beanbags, and hoops.
