How to access personal information we hold about you
Individuals have a right to make a ‘subject access request’ to gain access to personal information that the school holds about them.
If you make a subject access request, and if we do hold information about you, we will:
· Give you a description of it
· Tell you why we are holding and processing it, and how long we will keep it for
· Explain where we got it from, if not from you
· Tell you who it has been, or will be, shared with
· Let you know whether any automated decision-making is being applied to the data, and any consequences of this 
· NOT provide information where it compromises the privacy of others
· Give you a copy of the information in an intelligible form.
You may also have the right for your personal information to be transmitted electronically to another organisation in certain circumstances.
[bookmark: _Hlk43385781]In most cases, we will respond to subject access requests within 1 month, as required under data protection legislation However, we are able to extend this period by up to 2 months for complex requests or exceptional circumstances.
We reserve the to verify the requester’s identity by asking for photo ID. If this proves insufficient then further ID may be required.

· [bookmark: _Hlk43385942]Withdraw your consent to processing at any time (This only relates to data for which the school relies on consent as a lawful basis for processing) 
· [bookmark: _Hlk62052529]Ask us to rectify, erase or restrict processing of your personal data, or object to the processing of it in certain circumstances and where sufficient supporting evidence is supplied
· Prevent the use of your personal data for direct marketing
· Challenge processing which has been justified on the basis of public interest, official authority or legitimate interests
· Request a copy of agreements under which your personal data is transferred outside of the European Economic Area
· Object to decisions based solely on automated decision making or profiling (decisions taken with no human involvement, that might negatively affect you)

· Be notified of a data breach in certain circumstances
· Make a complaint to the ICO
· Ask for your personal data to be transferred to a third party in a structured, commonly used and machine-readable format (in certain circumstances)
