Bee-Bots: Moving a floor robot

Children learn how to program a floor robot by giving it clear instructions, helping them understand direction, sequencing, and simple coding.

Children investigate what school was like long ago, comparing classrooms, routines, and equipment with their own school experiences.

Drawing: Tell a story

Children experiment with drawing characters, settings and actions to create simple visual stories. They learn how artists use drawings to communicate ideas and emotions.
