Keeping safe and managing risk: Keeping safe
Children learn about feelings of being out and about in the local area with increasing independence. They look at recognising and responding to peer pressure and about the consequences of anti-social behaviour (including gangs and gang related behaviour)
 
Sex and relationship education: Healthy relationships (Year 6)
Children learn about the physical and emotional changes that happen during puberty, as well as the different attitudes and values linked to gender and sexuality. They also explore healthy relationships, how human reproduction works - from conception to birth - and the roles and responsibilities of parents and carers, with guidance on how to ask questions and find reliable information.
