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At Pakeman, we are a one and a half form entry school and therefore we have a Year A / Year B cycle of topics
in nursery, KS1 and KS2 (this is not needed in 2-plus or reception). At Pakeman, writing is taught in specific
meaningful and effective contexts. We use high quality texts where children have effective, daily English
lessons and frequent opportunities to write across the curriculum. Speaking and listening skills support
children in articulating their ideas. Children have opportunities to reflect on and improve writing through
editing with continuous self, peer and teacher assessment providing clear next steps for learning. Children are
taught to use a neat and consistent style of handwriting, and presentation. Spelling, Punctuation and
Grammar is taught in accordance with the statutory requirements of the English National Curriculum

Our writing has been carefully mapped out across all year groups to ensure a range of genres and styles. The
coverage of genres considers the main purpose to writing: to entertain, to inform and in KS2 to persuade.
Coverage has been designed to ensure that children cover several different genres and gives them the
opportunity to revisit those genres and build up their understanding of features. Children are taught genres of
writing narratives, setting and character descriptions, diaries, letters, play scripts, dialogues, information and
explanation reports, newspaper reports, and biographies.

For each writing unit of work, children should be taught the key knowledge, key skills and key vocabulary.
Please ensure that this information is fully covered in the series of lessons that you plan. As children move
through the school, they will build on prior knowledge, skills and vocabulary.

Calligram

Calligrams are words or sections of text
that are designed to create a visual
representation of the word itself. It
connects text and image. The image is
shown as a shape or a symbol which
captures the main idea or theme of the
poem.

Blackout Poetry

A blackout poem is when a poet takes a
marker (usually black marker) to already
established text--like in a newspaper--
and starts redacting words until a poem
is formed. The key thing with a blackout
poem is that the text AND redacted text
form a sort of visual poem.

Alliteration

This is when words that start with the same sound are used repeatedly in a phrase or sentence

Assonance

This is the repetition of a vowel sound within nearby words

Blackout poem

This is when a poet takes a piece of text and crosses out much of the original text. The words left form a new
poem.

Ballad A poem or song that narrates a story in short stanzas. It may use rhythm and rhyme

Calligram This is a word, phrase or poem that is presented in a visual way. This may be by the shape of the letters, some
words or the whole poem which links to the meaning/theme of the words/poems.

Cinquain A cinquain has a 5 line structure. It follows the pattern:

Line 1: 2 syllables
Line 2: 4 syllables
Line 3: 6 syllables
Line 4: 8 syllables
Line 5: 2 syllables

Comic Verse

There are no fixed rules for rhyme and rhythm. Comic verse often involves a play on words and focuses on
amusing the reader

Concrete poem

A poem that is written in the shape of the words on the page match the subject of the poem

Conversation poems

A poem that creates the appearance of a conversation that has been inserted into the structure of a poem.

List poem A list poem often has a list of words, phrases or sentences on a subject. They often have a starter word or
sentence. E.g. For breakfast | will eat... Things that... Words and phrases are often repeated. It may or may not
rhyme.

Metaphor This is when something is described as being the same as an unrelated object. They are often used to create
effects and images.

Narrative A narrative poem tells a story. It may be free verse or involve rhythm and rhyme.
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Handwriting

Handwriting is an essential component of the writing curriculum at our school. It is taught through the Nelson Handwriting, which is accessed through
Oxford Owil. This structured programme ensures a consistent, well-sequenced approach to the development of handwriting from the Early Years
Foundation Stage to the end of Key Stage 2.

Our intent is that pupils develop clear, fluent and legible handwriting, enabling them to write with increasing speed, stamina and confidence. Secure
handwriting supports pupils in focusing on composition, spelling and vocabulary, allowing them to communicate their ideas effectively in writing.

Handwriting is taught explicitly and regularly. Teachers model correct letter formation and joins, and pupils are given opportunities to practise and apply
these skills across the curriculum. Expectations for presentation and handwriting are consistent across subjects to ensure pupils understand the importance
of writing clearly and taking pride in their work.

Progression of Handwriting Skills

Early Years Foundation Stage

In the Early Years, pupils develop the foundations for handwriting through activities that strengthen fine motor control and coordination. Teaching focuses
on:

developing pencil control and correct grip

forming recognisable letters

beginning to write some letters correctly using consistent starting points

developing awareness of how letters are formed and written on a line

Handwriting development is closely linked with early phonics teaching, allowing children to practise forming letters that represent the sounds they are
learning.

Key Stage 1
In Key Stage 1, pupils are taught to:

o form lower-case and capital letters correctly
e start and finish letters in the correct place
e write letters that are consistent in size and orientation
e leave appropriate spaces between words
e begin to learn simple letter joins once letter formation is secure
By the end of Key Stage 1, pupils are expected to write legibly using a consistent style and to begin joining letters where appropriate.
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Key Stage 2

In Key Stage 2, teaching focuses on developing fluent, joined handwriting. Pupils are supported to:

e join letters consistently and appropriately

e increase writing fluency and speed while maintaining legibility

e develop control over spacing, size and alighnment

e apply a neat and consistent handwriting style across all written work
As pupils progress through Key Stage 2, they are encouraged to develop a personal, efficient handwriting style that enables them to write with increasing
independence and stamina.
